Arrival and Registration

a. Billeting and mess information is as follows: 
1) All U.S. Army Re-Class Enlisted students arriving for training at USAALS or the Transportation School will report to the CQ Company D, 1/222nd AVN REGT, 8th BDE, Building #664 (DSN 826-2523 or commercial (757) 878-2353/2592).   All U.S. Army Officers and Warrant Officers arriving for training at the U.S. Army Transportation School (USATSCH) will report to 71st Bn, 8th BDE, Building #705 (or Bldg. 1012 after 01 Feb 03) (DSN 826-2188/5312 or comm. 757-878-2188/5312). Officers or Warrant Officers reporting during non-duty hours Mon-Fri 1630-0630 and weekends report to building 705, 8th BDE Staff Duty Officer (SDO) (DSN 826-6059 or commercial 757-878-6059).  TDY soldiers are billeted in on-post lodging or issued a statement of non-availability for off post lodging at the expense of the unit issuing the TDY orders. All soldiers (TDY) inbound for training should be financially stable in the event of unforeseen expenses, such as, being required to live off post due to billeting non-availability.  They may be required to pay out of pocket expenses until interim TDY settlements are paid.  PCS and MEPS soldiers will be provided barracks space and a meal card.

(a) In the event that no lodging is available, a statement of non-availability will be issued.  DINING FACILITY IS DIRECTED for all enlisted soldiers TDY, to include reclassification courses. The soldier will only be authorized $8.10 per day for meals and $2.00 per day for incidentals.

(b) Transportation is not provided to and from billeting and training areas.

(c) TDY soldiers receive funds from their regional DFAS sites.  FT Eustis finance does not pay soldiers in a TDY status.

(d) Prior to arrival at Ft. Eustis, TDY soldiers need to have a LEGIBLE DA Form 1610 or format 400 orders.  This will ensure that the soldier receives their pay in a timely fashion.  Any soldier, who arrives without a valid DA Form 1610 or format 400 orders, will be returned to the losing unit.

(e) If a soldier has a government credit card, the soldier and his or her chain of command need to insure the card is activated prior to the soldier departing for training. Additionally, all cardholders should have sufficient remaining credit available to sustain the soldier for a minimum of 30 days.

(f) After arrival to Ft. Eustis, training companies will conduct a height and weight screening of each soldier.  All soldiers will take a record PT test.  TDY and return soldiers who fail to meet standards as outlined in AR 600-9 will be sent back to the losing unit.  TDY enroute soldiers will be placed in a hold status pending reclassification actions.  It is a graduation requirement to pass a record APFT prior to departing training at Ft. Eustis. 

(g) Due to the current organization of the Defense Finance and Accounting System, Ft. Eustis is only manned to provide services for permanent party, regularly assigned soldiers to Ft. Eustis.  It is highly suggested that, unless authorized by orders, dependents not be brought with the soldier to Ft. Eustis.  This may cause the soldier to incur serious financial hardships.

(h) Soldiers are required to have all original issue uniforms upon arrival at Ft. Eustis. 

(i) Soldiers must be counseled on the ramifications of arriving ill prepared to complete training due to personal or financial difficulties.  The soldier is only authorized the exact number of days required to complete all required course work.  Additional time is not available to deal with existing personal or financial problems.

(j) Each training company performs PT five days a week.  Additionally special population PT is conducted on Saturdays for all soldiers who do not meet minimum standards. 

(2) Battle dress uniform (BDU) is the normal prescribed duty uniform for all USAALS and USATSCH courses. Class A uniform is required for graduation ceremony. 

b. Transportation information is as follows: 
(1) Fort Eustis now has an exclusive taxi contract with Yellow Cab of Newport News. Only Yellow Cab of Newport News is allowed onto Fort Eustis.  Cost from Norfolk Airport is $50.00.  Cost from Newport News Airport is $12.00.  The Telephone Number is 245-7777 or 855-1111.

(2) Newport News/Williamsburg International Airport, Newport News, VA is located 8 miles from Fort Eustis.  Norfolk International Airport is located in Norfolk, VA and is approximately 35 miles from Fort Eustis.  Commercial Limousine/Taxis Service is available to and from both of these terminals to Fort Eustis gate only.  Yellow Cab is the only taxi allowed on Ft. Eustis.
